“THAT BLOOD DOESN'T DIE !!”
IN MEMORY OF THE "MASSACRE OF SAN GENNARO" 
FOR THE CONVIVIALITY BETWEEN PEOPLES
CASTEL VOLTURNO 18TH  SEPTEMBER 2022
 As every year, on 18 September 2022 we remember the "Castel Volturno massacre" in which 6 innocent Ghanaians lost their lives. It was a tremendous signal from the camorra who wanted to strike terror into the entire Italian-African population of the Domitiana coast. The only survivor of the enormous volume of fire of that day was Joseph Aymbora, the Ghanaian, who, wounded in the legs, pretended to be dead. He was the brave witness thanks to which the judges were able to sentence the killers to life imprisonment. Died in 2012, following injuries sustained in the ambush. Joseph was awarded the gold medal for civil valor in 2013. Fourteen years later we are still committed to keeping alive the memory of those innocent victims and the heroic gesture of the witness, so that their sacrifice does not remain in vain, but produces a strong awakening of consciences in order to revive this territory as a "House of all ”, loved and respected. Following the example of Joseph and many Italians and immigrants, who live honestly every day, with great sacrifices and passion, we must all feel like protagonists of change, without exception. It is the invitation that also comes to us from Pope Francis for the 108th World Day of Migrants and Refugees which is celebrated on 25 September: "Building the future with migrants and refugees also means recognizing and valuing what each of them can bring to the construction process ". A few years earlier, in 2019, Pope Francis himself had signed the precious "Document On Human Fraternity for Peace and Common Coexistence" together with the Grand Imam of Al-azhar, Ahmad Al Tayyeb, in which the importance of promoting full citizenship of all: “The concept of citizenship is based on the equality of rights and duties under the shadow of which all enjoy justice. For this it is necessary to commit to establish in our societies the concept of full citizenship and renounce the discriminatory use of the term minorities, which carries with it the seeds of feeling isolated and inferiority; it prepares the ground for hostilities and discord and subtracts the achievements and religious and civil rights of some citizens by discriminating against them ”. Accepting this invitation and in the name of our brutally killed brothers, on this day of remembrance, we all feel united: Christians, Muslims, believers of all religious faiths and people who believe in justice to once again affirm the dignity of every person without distinction. and the commitment to build the city of the future together. No more violence! No more discrimination based on nationality, skin, color or economic or legal conditions! Everyone must do their part to improve the situation, especially public institutions, which have the duty and responsibility to welcome everyone's contribution without leaving anyone behind. September 18 reminds us that every omission and injustice can also be paid for with the life of the innocent.
